Randy Allison has served as Direc-
tor of Special Education, Coordi-
nator of Support Services for Edu-
cational Results, and Supervisor of
School Psychological Services
with Heartland AEA 11 in Iowa.
Randy has worked extensively
with special education support
staff, local district teachers, and
school administrators on transfor-
mation at both the individual and
systems level. Randy has consulted
with a number of school districts
in numerous states as they work
toward the development of prob-
lem solving and data-based deci-
sion making systems. Randy
served as a school psychologist in
Iowa for 13 years. He was a two
term state delegate to the National
Association of School Psycholo-
gists, and has served on or chaired
several NASP committees and task
forces.

The Problem Solving Model
(PSM) is a systematic approach for
delivering services to students and
schools. Within a PSM framework
the primary goal is to identify the
variables necessary to improve out-
comes for students. Through a
process of defining the problem,
problem analysis, designing and
implementing an intervention, and
monitoring the effectiveness of the
intervention, educators are able
provide an appropriate match be-
tween the student and the instruc-
tional setting.

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NA 5P Delegate Report: August 2009

Now that school is back in session,
check to make sure you have all the
supplics you need: computer, pa-
per, printer, ink, Post-Its, pens, pen-
cils, paper clips—and the most es-
sential for having a successful
school year—NASP MEMBER-
SHIP! Remember that if you pay by
credit card, you may choose either
to pay in one lump sum or in three
payments. Join online now!

In this economy, NASP has seri-
ously undertaken substantial budget
cuts, including holding all commit-
tee meetings virtually, combining
the regional meetings (normally
held in the fall) with Summer Dele-
gate Assembly, which was reduced
by one full day; holding DA in con-
junction with the NASP Public Pol-
icy Institute and one of the NASP
Summer Conferences all in the
same location; and deciding not to
reimburse for per diem (meals).
NASP Treasurer Tom Delaney and
Chief Operations Officer Joe Janela
will be sending periodic FY 2010
financial updates throughout the
year to the delegates, with the first
scheduled for mid-September.

APA MODEL LICENSURE ACT
UPDATE: NASP President Patti
Harrison and NASP Executive Di-
rector Susan Gorin attended the
APA Convention and several Divi+
sion 16 sessions, in Toronto in early
August. APA’s MLA Task Force
received public comments during
spring 2009 and is reviewing public
comments this summer to prepare a
final proposed MLA in fall 2009.
Plans are for the proposed docu-
ment to have a quick review by ma-
jor APA boards (e.g., Board of Edu-
cational Affairs, Board of Profes-
sional Affairs, etc.) in fall 2009, fol-

lowed by consideration from the
APA Board of Directors at its De-
cember meeting. The official
adoption of the MLA will occur
through the APA Council of Repre-
sentatives (the major policy group
in APA, similar to NASP’s Dele-
gate Assembly), and it is antici-
pated that the MLA adoption will
occur at the February 2010 meeting
of the Council of Representatives.
Tammy Hughes, Deborah Thar-
inger, and Randy Kamphaus serve
as Division 16 liaisons to APA’s
MLA task force and have partici-
pated in several conference calls
with the MLA Task Force over the
summer. They reported that the
MLA task force is currently review-
ing several options for school psy-
chologist exemption language, in-
cluding D16’s position for an ex-
emption for doctoral and specialist
level school psychologists. They
also noted that the Task Force could
elect to identify new options or re-
turn to the doctoral-only exemption
found in the last MLA draft. They
emphasized that, ultimately, it is the
Council of Representatives who
will make the final decision about
approval of the MLA and school
psychologist exemption language.
Division 16 leaders reported that
they are planning later communica-
tion activities targeted to the Coun-
cil of Representatives. NASP will
keep us updated about any new in-
formation in the coming weeks.

OTHER NEWS: NASP’s new Re-
search Website includes data about
workforce, salary, and demograph-
ics; research evidence about he
positive impact of school psycho-
logical services; fact sheets, and
more. This website is a valuable
resource for NASP members to use
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in advocating for the profession,
supporting jobs and services, docu-
menting evidence-based programs
in schools, and providing resources
for administrators.

School Psychology Awareness
Week November 9-13, 2009: There
are two programs for NASP mem-
bers to recognize (and provide cer-
tificates to) educators, parents,
teachers, children, and others dur-
ing this week and throughout the
year. The “Possibilities in Action”
Partners Program will honor those
who make contributions to the lives
of students and families. The
“Student POWER Award” recipi-
ents will be children who, through
their own efforts with the support of
others in the school community, im-
pact their own lives by achieving
personal goals. Look for more in-
formation early this fall.

“Ready to Learn, Empowered to
Teach” —NASP’s education policy
platform has been aligned with the
National Association of Secondary
School Principals’ document,
“Breaking Ranks II” Strategies for
Leading High School Reform.”
Thus, NAPS continues to collabo-
rate with important education or-
ganizations and contribute to sys-
tem’s level change that promotes
children’s learning and mental
health.
